The NRT community conservancy model has always been about empowering indigenous 
communities and propelling their development through conservation. Therefore, since 2015, 
NRT has disbursed over Ksh 522 million through the Conservancy Livelihoods Fund for com-
munity initiatives, and implemented 181 projects based on community priorities.

As 2023 unfolds, we continue to collaborate with our partners and with local communities to 
deliver solutions that benefit people, land, and wildlife. These combined efforts are increas-
ing the resilience of NRT member community conservancies, transforming lives, building 
peace, and conserving natural resources.

In this journey of a thousand steps, every milestone reached counts. Therefore, it is with 
great pleasure that we invite you to read about the progress we made in April in conserving 
the Earth and making life better for both people and nature.

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Collaboration for Conservation: Kenya’s Tourism 
and Wildlife Cabinet Secretary Visits NRT and Nasuulu 
Community Conservancy

The recognition that Kenya is receiving around the 

world, is not only because of its national parks and 

game reserves, but also due to the community 

conservancies, which protect 65% of the country’s 

wildlife. I’m impressed by the good work that NRT is 

doing in this space, and I’d urge you to keep it up.

Community conservation in Kenya has grown over the years thanks to the joint efforts and 
support of local communities, national and county governments, and partners in wildlife con-
servation and other sectors.

Indigenous communities, are reaping significant benefits from conservation, with avenues 
such as tourism, beading, and the Northern Kenya Rangelands Carbon Project providing 
employment and funding for community development projects, addressing needs such as 
access to education, hospitals, and clean water.

Community conservancies have had a significant impact on conservation resulting in nu-
merous positive outcomes including: reduced poaching, the creation of safer spaces and 
dispersal areas for elephants, a rise in the populations of endangered wildlife species, im-
proved livelihoods, enhanced coexistence among different ethnic groups, and a high level of 
community buy-in on matters conservation.

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There is an urgent need, however, for community 
conservancies to be self-sustaining.

Hon. Peninah Malonza, Cabinet Secretary for 
Tourism, Wildlife, and Heritage, pointed out dur-
ing her April visit to the Northern Rangelands Trust 
(NRT) and Nasuulu Community Conservancy that 
collaboration on areas of expertise and collective 
action is the best way to achieve wildlife conser-
vation goals.

“We must start and uphold strong cross-sectoral 
partnerships and collaborations if we are to suc-
ceed in conservation. There should be cooperation 
on all levels, from NRT to the county governments, 
to the national government, to the communities. 
The recognition that Kenya is receiving around the 
world, is not only because of its national parks and 
game reserves but also the community conserv-
ancies, which protect 65% of the country’s wild-
life. Human-wildlife conflict needs to be addressed 
with more rigid policies, but we can only get there 
if we collaborate closely,” the Cabinet Secretary 
(CS) said.

While pledging her support for NRT’s communi-
ty conservancy model, the CS described it as a 
grassroots conservation platform that improves 
community livelihoods while preserving Kenya’s 
wildlife.

She encouraged conservation organisations to leverage the relationships among numerous 
stakeholders working in the wildlife sector to achieve greater outcomes, increase community 
resilience, and ensure sustainable conservation.

The Cabinet Secretary was accompanied by the Principal Secretary for the State Depart-
ment for Wildlife, Silvia Museiya, the Tourism and Wildlife Chief Administrative Secretary, 
Hon. Rehema Jaldesa, and officials from the Isiolo, Samburu, and Laikipia County Govern-
ments, the Kenya Wildlife Service (KWS) and the Wildlife Research and Training Institute 
(WRTI) among other distinguished guests.

During the visit, the government officials sought to deepen their understanding of NRT’s 
community conservancy model and our work, particularly on biodiversity conservation, live-
lihoods’ improvement, tourism, the Northern Kenya Rangelands Carbon Project (NKRCP), 
and wildlife conservation across the Kenya-Uganda border.
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I don’t think anybody has found a silver bullet yet for the 

challenges we are facing in terms of wildlife conservation 

and sustainability of pastoralists’ way of life and climate 

change impact in arid and semi-arid lands. This is some-

thing everybody is grappling with, and if there’s no silver 

bullet that has been found, NRT has come close to it, or 

at least the closest that I have seen so far in trying to find 

solutions that are [not only] good for the people, but also 

for the animals, and for the land.

“The government believes in supporting community wildlife conservancies and is ready to 
work with these institutions on issues related to sustainable tourism, human-wildlife conflict 
(HWC) mitigation, and community awareness,” added CS Malonza. 

After visiting our headquarters, the CS went to Nasuulu Community Conservancy, where she 
met with community members and launched Nasuulu’s tourism banda (self-catering accom-
modation facility), which was constructed with funds from the NKRCP. The banda’s revenue 
will also support community development projects.

Our esteemed partners, USAID Kenya, and delegations from the Embassy of Denmark in 
Kenya, Agence Française de Développement (AFD), Embassy of Sweden in Nairobi, and the 
Kenya Wildlife Conservancies Association (KWCA) were also present during the CS’s visit.

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Nakuprat-Gotu Community Conservancy Receives Relief Aid 
from Khalsa Aid International

The Women Peace Council Undergoes Training 
in Peacebuilding

UK-based Khalsa Aid International, through 
Ramgharia Youth Association, donated 500 
relief aid hampers to communities in Na-
kuprat-Gotu Community Conservancy to as-
sist the most vulnerable members affected 
by the prolonged drought.

At least 10 tonnes of various food rations, and 
other basic commodities such as soap and 
sanitary towels, were distributed to house-
holds in seven drought-stricken conservancy 
areas of Kiwanja, Attan, Ngaremara, Manyat-
ta Zebra, Daaba, Nakuprat, and Gotu. 

Despite the start of the March-April-May 
rainy season, NRT East Regional Director, 
Kadir Boru observed that many more fami-
lies in the region still face starvation. 

“Many households in the Isiolo and Marsa-
bit Community Conservancies are still strug-
gling to recover from the devastation caused 
by the prolonged drought, as most of their 
livestock, which are their lifeline, perished,” 
said the Director.

NRT’s Peace Team trained 40 female peace 
champions on several peacebuilding topics 
including, women’s roles in peacebuilding, 
ways to participate in peace processes, and 
conflict prevention and reconciliation, ena-
bling them to effectively build peace among 
ethnic communities in Isiolo and neighboring 
counties.

Samburu East MP, Jackson Lekumontare, 
and Waso ward MCA, Kelvin Lemantaan, lat-
er joined the peace champions—who came 

from Isiolo’s 12 NRT member community 
conservancies—in conducting peacebuild-
ing outreaches in many villages in Kalama 
Community Conservancy.

NRT’s Peace Programme focuses on an in-
digenous-led approach that promotes non-
violent conflict resolution, empowers peace 
champions, and engages women, conserv-
ancy managers, local elders, interfaith re-
ligious leaders, youth, and the county and 
national government to facilitate peace 
meetings.

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Overcoming Tragedy: Peter Lepedo’s Inspiring Story of 
Courage and Resilience

When Peter Lepedo was a young man, his world 
was turned topsy-turvy by bandits when they 
raided his village in Baragoi, Samburu County 
at night, a memory permanently etched in his 
mind. 

He vividly recalls the terror, the flying bullets, 
and the many lives lost. 

When he woke up in a hospital bed, he found he 
had lost a limb as a result of the attack. Many 
in his community thought his life was hopeless 
and devoid of a future.
 
Peter, on the other hand, refused to be defined 
by his disability. Determined to rise above all 
odds and improve his situation, he joined NRT 
Trading’s Ujuzi Manyattani Program and en-
rolled in the mobile phone repair course, which 
provided him with the knowledge, skills, and 
equipment he needed to start his own phone 
repair business.

Peter is now the proud owner of a profitable phone repair store in Karare, Songa Community 
Conservancy. His skills have made life easier for many in his village, who previously had to 
travel to Marsabit Town to have their phones repaired. Peter’s business not only provides 
him with a stable source of income but also with a sense of purpose. 

“Ujuzi Manyattani transformed my life. The training I received from the Program restored my 
hope and will to live,” says Lepedo. He has since expanded his business to include a barber 
shop, which has increased his income while providing more services to his customers. 

Ujuzi Manyattani empowers youth and women in underprivileged communities in northern 
Kenya by training them on a wide range of vocational skills, including phone repair, hair-
dressing, and motorbike repair. The Program equips participants with skills and resources to 
start their own enterprises, making them self-sufficient and increasing their resilience.

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NRT Trading’s NR Sacco Hosts 2023 Annual Delegates 
Meeting, Records Impressive Growth
The Northern Rangelands Sacco (NR Sacco), held its Annual Delegates Meeting (ADM), 
bringing together 50 delegates from NRT member community conservancies from nine 
counties. 

The Sacco, an independent, community-owned organisation that serves as a vital financial 
intermediary by providing access to financial services through savings and loans, presented 
its financial report and plans for 2023, among other items.

NR Sacco has helped its members build businesses and diversify their livelihoods, experi-
encing massive growth over the last five years. Sacco membership has grown from 2,013 in 
2018 to 5,563 in 2022, with women making up a whopping 69%.

Members’ savings and shares have grown from Ksh 
8 million in 2018 to Ksh 37.2 million in 2022. Earlier 
this year, the Sacco disbursed over Ksh 1.65 million in 
dividends for 2022. Since its inception, the Sacco has 
disbursed over Ksh 182 million to 5,050 members to 
finance business start-ups and expansion.

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Women Leaders Attend LAMP Training 
Impact Assessment Forum

NRT Trading’s Biashara Mashinani Program Trains 40 
Entrepreneurs in Pate Conservancy 

35 women leaders from Leparua, Ltungai, and Melako Community Conservancies met to 
assess NRT’s bespoke Leadership and Management Program (LAMP) training. 

They evaluated LAMP’s success in reducing gender disparities, empowering local women, 
and increasing their involvement in governance, conservation, and community development.
The four-module program, supported by Conservation International through NRT, seeks to 
promote good governance and gender inclusivity within NRT member community conserv-
ancies.

Since LAMP’s inception in 2016, the program has benefited at least 1,195 indigenous lead-
ers from NRT member community conservancies, including conservancy board members, 
managers, women, and committee members.

NRT Trading’s Biashara Mashinani Team conducted an entrepreneurship training for 40 en-
trepreneurs in Pate Marine Community Conservancy.

The training aimed at increasing participants’ 
entrepreneurship and financial literacy skills and 
assisting them in building profitable businesses 
that would result in increased household income 
in community conservancies. 

Following the training, an impact assessment 
was conducted to evaluate its impact. 

Biashara Mashinani seeks to support and foster 
entrepreneurship in the community to drive sus-
tainable economic growth and reduce poverty.



NRT’s Marsabit Peace Team convened a wet-season peace meeting between the Borana 
and Gabbra communities, the two indigenous inhabitants of Jaldesa and Shurr Community 
Conservancies, respectively.

The meeting, held at a shared watering point near the border of the two conservancies, 
aimed at strengthening cohesion between the two communities that had previously clashed 
violently due to competition for grazing land and water and political incitement.

During the dry season, the two conservancies held several discussions to develop a practi-
cal resource-sharing plan to enable the two communities to weather the extended drought.

The area’s members of the county assembly (MCAs), local administration leaders, the Mars-
abit County Government Cohesion Team, local clergy, and other regional peace actors also 
attended the meeting.

The Ufugaji Bora Mashinani Team conducted a training on rangeland health and climate 
change for 60 herders in Naibunga Lower and Ltungai Community Conservancies.

The training sought to educate the herders on the most effective rangeland management 
techniques and also covered rangeland governance, grazing, rehabilitation, and restoration.

The training is one of four modules developed to encourage pastoralist herders to adopt 
better rangeland management and improve their livelihoods.

•	 KICOWA collaborated with the Kenya Wildlife Service (KWS), local fishermen, beach 
management units (BMUs), Pate Marine Community Conservancy, and the Lamu County 
Fisheries Department to map and demarcate the location.

Kalama
The Conservancy hosted its Annual General Meeting in which the 2022 
progress and audit reports were released. Community members were 
also provided with updates on the Northern Kenya Rangelands Car-
bon Project (NKRCP), Kalama Resource Centre, and other programs. 
The elders and local leaders organised an engagement for 300 morans 
of the current generation to provide them with direction and guidance.

Nasuulu
Education bursaries amounting to Ksh 5.5 million were disbursed from 
the NKRCP’s Carbon Community Fund, benefitting 890 students in 
secondary and tertiary institutions. 

Pate
The Conservancy received a Ksh 2.9 million grant from Kenya Marine 
Fisheries and Socio-Economic Development (KEMFSED) for a plastics 
project to be implemented on Pate Island.
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Nannapa
72 conservancy members traveled to Amboseli’s Mbirikani 
Group Ranch for a four-day learning tour centered on wildlife 
corridor preservation and human-wildlife conflict mitigation, 
among other conservation initiatives.

Support from the NKRCP’s Community Carbon Fund, Loisaba 
Conservancy, and Nannapa Conservancy made the visit possi-
ble.

Ngilai 
A solar-powered lighting system was installed at Ngilai Health 
Centre’s maternity wing and the new outpatient block with sup-
port from the NKRCP’s Carbon Community Fund.

The solar panels will increase productivity and efficiency at the 
Centre, as well as its impact on the community.

Naibunga Lower and Nannapa 
52 individuals from Nannapa and Naibunga Lower Communi-
ty Conservancies, including grazing committee members and 
conservancy board representatives, attended a joint three-day 
rangelands rehabilitation training at Westgate Community Con-
servancy.

Jaldesa, Melako, Shurr and Songa
The Kenya Wildlife Service’s (KWS) recently appointed Senior 
Assistant Director for the Northern Conservation Area, Gideon 
Kebati, visited the four NRT member community conservancies 
in Marsabit County for the first time to learn more about the 
community conservancy model.

The Director also met with the leaders of each of the Conserv-
ancies to discuss various matters, including wildlife security, 
human-elephant conflict, and elephants’ movement, and foster 
synergy and collaboration.

Ngilai and Kalepo 
Community members from Ngilai and Kalepo visited the Save 
The Elephants (STE) Research Centre at the Samburu National 
Reserve to learn how to effectively protect elephants in their 
conservancies.
